judicial juristic work, and “Zubdat al-anzar fi hal ‘uqad izhar al-asrar”, which is a book on
Arabic syntax and morphology (al-nahw wa al-sarf).
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Summary
This catalogue documents 187 original manuscripts, ranging from large codices to
opuscula, and partial collections. Their subject matter spans the wide spectrum of Islamic
sciences and the humanities.

He looks at the two competing
stances on the subject, one accepting its existence and the other not. The author
examines the subject at great length and sides with the view that accepts the
existence of allegorical use in the Qur’an, a position he then defends with vigor.
He describes in the work the issue of omission in the Qur’an and tajawwuz
(linguistic ties outside of the immediate context) with letters and words in 48
sections.

Summary

This book presents the proceedings of the 10th Training Course in the field of
editing, titled “Editing Manuscripts of Qur’anic Sciences: Fundamentals, Rules
and Problems”, organised by the Centre for the Study of the Philosophy of Islamic
Law at Al-Furqan, in partnership with Dar al-Hadith al-Hassania Institute (Rabat,
Morocco), that took place between 29 February and 5 March 2016, on the
premises of Dar al-Hadith al-Hassania Institute in Rabat.

In this book, the reader will find all the lectures delivered in the Training Course,
addressing different aspects of critical edition.
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Summary

“The Bibliography for Magasid al-Shari'ah” (objectives of Islamic law) is a
comprehensive reference manual and a historical documentation of what has been
written in the field of magqasid. 1t identifies and collates the cumulative research
produced over the course of history in the field since the 3rd century of the Islamic
calendar. The work was conducted by Prof. Muhammad Kamal Imam. It includes
all the madhabs (juridical schools of law) and the Islamic schools of thought. It
also includes a variety of references (manuscripts, university theses, conference
proceedings and contemporary studies) that appear in a number of countries and in
several languages. The bibliography is made up of 9 volumes, each listing
hundreds of entries.
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Summary

This book discusses contemporary issues on the topics of wealth and monetary
transactions. It carries a number of titles which are characterised by their
consideration of magqdsid. The book shows how magdsid have become a higher
reference and important criteria in areas of ijtihad (scholarly efforts of modern
interpretation of the holy scriptures) in most contemporary issues such as the
present day monetary crisis. The book is an attempt by Shaykh bin Bayyah to
bring about a new international model built on the principles of justice and
security, especially in the field of economics. Shaykh bin Bayyah tackles economic
issues in his book when examining the monetary crisis caused by the modern
capitalist and usury-based system that threatens the stability of the modern world.
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Summary
This book is important and worthy of interest, comprising a study of the jurisprudence of
objectives and interests (figh al-maqasid wa-I-masalil) that compares between al-‘Iz bin
‘Abd al-Salam and Abu Ishaq al- Shatibi. The author presents the available information on
key events of the times in which both Imams lived, as well as their biographies, and
methodology. He also provides a narrative of the gradual evolution of the discipline of
jurisprudence of objectives and interests in the historical context; how it originated; how it
evolved; and to which point it advanced; he turns attention to considering the most
important issues within the jurisprudence of objectives and interests from the perspectives
of these two eminent, contrasting authorities. This study advances research from the typical

consideration of one or other Imam’s thought, in isolation, to the comparative treatment and
it focuses on useful cases related to current concerns about knowledge and society.
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Summary

This book is an in-depth study on the birth of the science of philosophy of Islamic
law (ilm al-maqasid) from the time of Imam al-Shatibi to the present day. It
addresses and explains, in great detail, three of the discipline’s pillars and rules,
namely: the rule of fa‘lil, i.e. causation; the rule of istislah, i.e. deriving the ruling
based on achieving the benefit (maslahah mursalah) in the absence of a text; and
the rule of ma’alat, i.e. considering the consequences. In his study, the author also
proves the independence of the science of philosophy of Islamic law (‘ilm
al-magasid) until it became an actual and indisputable reality. Today, this
discipline has its eminent authorities, history, issues, publications, branches and
areas, principles and rules, and distinct functions... Hence, it no longer lacks any
of the features of an “independent science”.
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Summary

The importance of this book refers to the fact that this study establishes that Islamic law
(Shartah) frames and governs all areas of life. It asserts that the well-being of the human
race is determined by applying the objectives (magasid) of Islamic law, by rationalising its
rulings (ahkam) and allowing the application of juristic effort (jjtihdd) and causation (ta'lil)
to rulings. Such effort is undertaken by those Muslim scholars qualified in applying juristic
effort (al-mujtahidin); those who are well versed in the knowledge adequately of Shariah
sciences, and understand the divine wisdom behind the Revelation, regardless of changing
times and circumstances that create new issues.
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Summary
This book addresses the topic of “contrasting the interests and harm” (muwdazanat
al-masalih wa al-mafasid) to the issue (al-nazilah) of human organ transplants. It clearly
establishes the complementarity between Islamic law (al/-Shari'ah) and medical practice,
and proves Islamic law’s validity and effectiveness with contemporary issues. This book is
unique and important in its field in discussing a current medical issue from the theoretical
and practical perspective. The author provides valuable contributions on this topic grounded

on maxims and objectives of Islamic law (qawa‘id wa magqasid al-Shariah), as well as
reporting the opinions of expert practitioners and medical doctors. B
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Summary

The Dictionary of Magasid Terms is considered one of the keys to an important discipline.
It meets the need of Islamic law (shari‘ah) students for explanations of the terms and
expressions peculiar to the objectives of Islamic law (magqasid al-shari‘ah). 1t clarifies the
uniqueness and differences of words and terms that are common to a number of sciences
and arts. Its benefit extends to enabling rapid, sound, and precise understanding of the
components and specific attributes of knowledge, as well as saving time. This extensive
tome fills a large gap that needed to be filled, and is a necessary constituent element of the
magqasid framework. The terms in the dictionary are alphabetically-ordered, according to
forms in use, or most common usage. The majority of terms relate to legal theory (usi/),
while some are jurisprudential, and others theological. Some terms developed initially
within the realm of magqdasid and were expressions in that discipline, yet others were
contemporary and recently-coined.
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Summary

This book contains the papers that were presented at the foundational seminar of
the Centre for the Study of the Philosophy of Islamic Law. The first part includes
studies on the Shari'ah objectives, the beginnings of this science, its development
and its future directions, as well as a comparative study between the jurisprudence
of magqasid and that of the texts, and between universal magasid and specific
scripts. It includes also a comparison between usi/ and figh rules and their
relationship with magasid. Furthermore, papers in this book looked at the
“purposes” and “causes” of the Islamic rulings as well as the magqasid in the Shi‘ah
school of thought: dilemma of terminology and scholasticism.

The second part of the book addresses various applications in the Islamic
jurisprudence such as activating magasid paradigm in political and social fields, as
well as in the field of endowments (awgqay).
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Summary

This book comprises the collection of papers and studies presented at the conference on “Purposes and
Reasoning in the Islamic Law”, organised in Cairo, in October 2007, by the Centre for the Study of the
Philosophy of Islamic Law (a branch of Al-Furqan Foundation).

Papers fell under two categories:

1. The methodology of interpretation of the Shari‘ah higher objectives. This consisted of several titles
such as: “Purposes/magasid of the Islamic Law in light of the Bibliography”; “Reasoning about applied
Islamic Law: understanding the fundamentals as well as the debate over the Qur’anic purpose versus
juridical purpose”.

2. Examples of interpretation of the Shari‘ah higher objectives amongst scholars of the salaf (first three
generations) and khalaf (post third generation). This included several titles such as: “Purposes/magqasid
is the Qiblah of jurists: Abi Hamid al-Ghazali as an example”; “Purposes and reasoning according to
al-Tirmidhi al-Hakim”; and “Universal purposes/ magqasid according to Shaykh Mahdi Shams al-Din”.
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Summary

This publication comprises thirteen studies presented at the symposium titled
“Activating the Shari‘ah Objectives in the Political Sphere”, which was organised
in 2013 by the magqdsid centre, in cooperation with the Tunisian Ministry of
Religious Affairs and the Tunisia branch of the International Union of Muslim
Scholars. These insightful scholarly works addressed topics of theoretical and
applied nature, while applying magasid-based approaches related to the
symposium’s subject matter. Moreover, they responded to topical real-world
issues, and discussed matters of debate raised in the current Arab political context.
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Summary
This book comprises the proceedings of the Symposium, titled “The arts in light of the
objectives of Islamic law”, organised by the Centre for the Study of the Philosophy of
Islamic Law at Al-Furgan Islamic Heritage Foundation, on Saturday, 5th and Sunday, 6th
November 2016, in Istanbul, Turkey. The importance of this publication lies in the due
consideration granted to the arts issue from a magqasid-based perspective, and the
formulation of a foundational magasid-based view of the arts. It also responds to the central
question: how can the arts contribute to serving the objectives (magdasid) of Islamic law? As
such, it presents novel, practical suggestions, ideas, and solutions to promote the resurgence
of this important and critical domain that was without its fair share of due attention. In
addition, it brings the Islamic perspective into this context, and restores the arts to the
functional domain. As such, the arts can then be utilised, due to their huge influence in
current times, and their vital role in guiding nations.
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Summary

In this work, the author examines the relationship between magqdasid and the
foundations of Islamic jurisprudence (usizl al-figh) on the basis that the magqasid
methodology is a reflection of the Shari'ah objectives. This is because of its
provision to take into account modern circumstances and new issues for the sake
of public interest. Shaykh bin Bayyah brings to the fore a number of definitions of
magqasid which are substantiated by the inherent meanings found in the principles
of law-making and interest which are established by law and through intellectual
reasoning. He further considers that the search for magasid is a legal obligation
based on God’s communication with man with a view to clarifying the wisdom
underlying creation and revelation.
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Summary

This lecture aims to rekindle critical thinking within the current discourse in the
Arab and Islamic World. The lecture makes a link between traditionalism (asalah),
and renewal (tajdid) with a view to preserving Islam’s intellectual and legal
heritage, while allowing for the deriving new rulings through contemplative and
critical study. In doing so it falls in line with the Qur’anic methodology in
cohesively fusing between human understanding and law, between life and
knowledge, and methodology and direction.

In this lecture, Dr. Hassan Jabir highlighted the challenges faced by the Qur’an
interpreters in trying to arrive at the meanings intended by the Law-Giver. This is
great challenge due to the nature of the Qur’an being an open book, where the
interpreter faces various meanings across a number of complex fields.
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Summary

This book casts light on the secrets and higher objectives of the rites of Hajj and
‘Umprah. It does so to tie the Muslim’s acts of worship to the meanings, the rules
and hidden wisdom which the Lawmaker (i.e. God) intended and which have been
uncovered by scholars. That is to say, to receive that which is useful both
materially and spiritually and in great and varied amounts.

In this detailed work, Dr. Abd al-Wahhab Ibrahim Abu Sulayman divided the
Sharrah higher objectives (magasid) into worship-oriented, legislative and
jurisprudential, scholarship and intellectual, economic and social categories,
totalling twenty three ultimate objectives.
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Summary

This book looks at a specific topic within Islamic jurisprudence, which is that of
tark (legal omission). This concept pertains to a circumstance that exists today, but
did not occur during the time of the Prophet or the Companions or their followers.
The book also looks at the reasons behind this form of omission on the part of the
Law-maker.

The book also looks at the Shari'ah objectives with regard to tark as a means to
notify ruling practices. Such objectives include consideration to human emotions
and mercy granted to the Muslim community. They allow the improvement of the
management of the community’s affairs according to its interests, so that the
Muslim community can choose the best options in accordance to each specific
circumstance and historical period, as long as such freedom does not contradict
Islamic values and principles.
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Summary

The book studies the concept of maslahah (interest) in consideration of it being
one of the most important objectives of the Shari‘ah. The author points out that the
rules of Shari‘ah have come in their essence to help people both in the short and
long term and to meet their interests and needs and to protect all the affairs of their
lives. He also emphasises that the concept of maslahah pervades the whole of
Islamic jurisprudence and that all means of arriving at rules use it.
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Summary

The author defines magqasid al-Shari‘ah (higher objectives of Islamic law) as ‘The greater figh’ in that it
cannot be reduced to one singular science of Shari‘ah. He describes its place in the foundations of the
religion, in figh (Islamic jurisprudence) and in fafsir (the science of interpretation) with its own
foundations. He describes it as being an absolute measure for the understanding of Hadith. He also
describes it as a focal point for both the natural and human sciences, including in the first instance
history, and medicine in all its branches. Furthermore, the author shows how the role of magasid is not
confined to the realm of religious affairs but deals also with the affairs of secular life in general. As for
the Bibliography for magqasid al- Sharvah (objectives of Islamic law), it is a comprehensive work
which identifies writings on the topic of magasid across history and draws up a map of major
developments in this field. It is also a library reference guide which collates work done in the field. As
it is also a historic documentation of what has been written in the field of magasid and the development
of research in the field. It connects past and present studies providing the historical basis of the work.
The bibliography hopes that it will be able to help facilitate a deeper study of the field itself.
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Summary

This lecture focuses on the subject of the consequences of acts as a method for
dealing with the nawazil (novel, unprecedented occurrences) and with the practical
issues in all the Islamic schools of thought. It considers the consequences of acts as
the objective framework that guarantees the integrity of the work of the mujtahid
as an independent interpreter of the Shari'ah laws and of their subsequent
application to the acts of the Muslims as mukallafin (implementers of Islamic
laws). The consequences of acts are also presented as the framework for verifying
the objectives of Islamic law as well as ascertaining the points from which the
rulings are formed. The investigation of the consequences of acts is linked to many
sources of legislation.
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Summary

This comprehensive study purports to research an issue of utter importance: the
achievement of common interest being the focal point of the theory of the objectives of
Islamic law, the concept of charitable acts, or good deeds, appears as one of the means of
the objectives of Islamic law for the attainment of that common interest. Common good will
not reach the highest of human pinnacles unless it occurs in the society of common
good-doing. In this sense, the concept of charitable deeds/good deeds occupies a central
place in Islam’s universal message. Therefore, the nation of Islam, in its Qur’anic status of
“the best nation ever evolved for mankind”, ought to persevere its endeavour to practise
charitable acts, and also call mankind for doing good deeds until the whole of humanity
eases itself into the realm of good in its comprehensive and equitable Qur’anic criteria, not
according to its deficient, biased, positive, and humanistic criteria. The criteria of good in
the Holy Qur’an are crystal clear, without any ambiguity, and are described in two
fundamental ways: they are comprehensive and the best.
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Summary

In this book, Shaykh bin Bayyah emphasises the need to consider the magasid
al-Sharitah (objectives of Islamic law) in a number of topics currently being
addressed such as that of inflation, the sale of non-existent items and other issues
of important concern to contemporary society. All of these requiring a form of
ijtihad that gives due consideration to the fundamentals of Shari'ah. He also takes
a very clear stand vis-a-vis a number of legal opinions (fatwas) on the subject of
Islamic monetary transactions, which were issued by a number of juridical boards
and figh councils, fatwas which he believes as falling short in their rulings from the
point of view of the Shari‘ah objectives. He also called for a new form of ijtihdad
(scholarly efforts of modern interpretation of the holy scriptures) in which these
SharTah higher objectives are given a more prominent role and more priority.
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Summary
This lecture formed part of the proceedings of the training course organised by the Centre for the Study
of the Philosophy of Islamic Law at Al-Furqan Islamic Heritage Foundation, in partnership with the
magqasid Research & Studies Centre (Rabat), Université Sidi Mohamed Ben Abdellah (Sais-Fes), the
Master Course on the “Philosophy of Islamic Law (Magdasid al-Shari‘ah) in the Maliki School of
Jurisprudence (figh)” and the Faculty of Letters & Humanities (Sais-Fes), and held over three days, on
28 - 30 May 2014, Fez, Morocco, under the title “Applying the philosophy of Islamic Law (magasid)
between fear and leniency”.
Dr Mohammad Salim al-Awwa exerted clear scholarly effort, offering evidence in his lecture of
causation (ta'lil) of SharTah rulings (ahkam) in the statements of leading scholars in this regard. Dr
al-Awwa’s lecture was marked by entertaining presentation, excellent analysis as to the approach of

causation, and its development in the times of free juristic effort (ijzihad) and imitation (taqlid)
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Summary

This book presents a study in jurisprudence of purposes of Islamic law (figh
al-magqgasid) with focus on demonstrating the purpose of “self-preservation” in the
jurisprudence of water, and in motivating a renewal in the study of jurisprudence
of water in a way that contributes to fulfilling the purpose of “self-preservation” in
the reality of contemporary societies.

In this book, the author answered the difficult and vexing question posed to
qualified experts regarding the explanatory proverbs/examples in both juristic and
magqgasid teaching; the question being: why did these explanatory
proverbs/examples in the area of water remain without renewal or change for so
many centuries? What is the basis for continuing to reference these even today,
without addition, reduction, or amendment, despite the fundamental changes
occurring in social, economic, political, legislative, and cultural life?
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Summary

This lecture aims to explore a very important issue regarding the awareness of
beauty as a universal concept which manifests itself in different ways, as well as
from within the perspective of the philosophy of Islamic law (magasid). The topic
was delivered in an interesting and engaging way, where the philological definition
of beauty was followed by the presentation of the evidences of the origin of the
concept of beauty and its location within the Qur’anic perspective - since God is
beautiful and loves beauty - and that our religion commends beauty as a duty and
aspiration in terms of doing and being.

Dr Esam El-Bashir proceeded to explain the foundations of the magqdasid-based
perspective on beauty; indeed, beauty is an all-inclusive concept addressing all
areas and aspects of life. Moreover, it represents an absolute value, and is
connected to values, in relation to the unity between outer and inner self.
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Summary

This book presents a maqasid—based field study that acquires significant importance, in
addressing a highly technical medical question in the domain of contemporary issues linked
to the preservation of self, combating disease, and preventing illness. This is the issue of
stem cell treatment, as a topical matter in this time of revolutionary medical advances and
rapid pace of scientific discovery. Indeed, jurists and researchers are required to clarify the
rulings on these new developments (nawazil) according to the objectives (maqasid) and
rules of Islamic law (Shari‘ah). In the study of this new development, Dr Yahyawi, in his
magqasid-based study, addresses a problem of wide scope relating to the question: what is
the position on stem cell treatment from the perspective of Islamic law? It also raises
secondary questions relating to the sources of extraction of stem cells, such as artificial
fertilisation and embryo storage, as well as the rulings on cloning and abortion.
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Summary

The book examines the various opinions on the magasid and the need to take a
middle way position in understanding the holy scriptures, an understanding that is
built on objective and sound bases and principles. Dr. Mohamed Salim el-Awa, in
this opening lecture for the Centre for the Study of the Philosophy of Islamic Law,
discusses how the “middle way” school of thought can play a role in guiding and
developing contemporary Islamic intellectual thought and assisting in its renewal.
He also details the role of magasid in renewing ijtihdd based on a number of
holistic principles of the religion.

Summary

His Excellency Shaykh Ahmad Zaki Yamani presents his ideas on the importance
of renewal (tajdid) of Islamic thought. The author emphasises how this renewal
must encompass all areas of Islamic law-making, jurisprudence, transactions, the
science of interpretation of the holy scriptures (fafsir) as well as the theories on
methods of thought. The author points out that most of such shortcomings come in
the form of ideas covered in a shroud of Islamic references and justifications. One
such idea is the claim by some persons to using the methodology employed by the
Salaf (first three Muslim generations). Shaykh Yamani describes how if one were
able to extract these erroneous views from Islamic thought, it would then be
possible to start off its “modernisation”. He also indicates that the renewal of
Islamic jurisprudence has its own particular tools such as the jurisprudence of
priorities and the other major rules of jurisprudence.
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Summary

This important lecture addresses a fundamental and critical contemporary topic,
namely the “alternative arts”. These are described as alternative because the
underlying intention is to establish arts based on an Islamic frame of reference,
through competence and integrity, a comprehensive concept, genuine resolution,
and insightful authority. The goal is to benefit people, revive aesthetics, and
exercise creativity, while appropriately considering the context, but without
excluding other arts. Furthermore, alternative arts are founded on noble values,
diverse forms of expression, human dimensions, functional goals, and
interconnected knowledge domains.
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Summary
This key lecture proposes important approaches, renewal (tajdid) initiatives, and serious
reflections on the appropriate methodology of engaging with the objectives of the Noble
Quran.
In his submission, the lecturer argues that the need is quite pressing, and the time ripe, for
establishing the jurisprudence (figh) of universal objectives (al-maqasid al-kulliyyah) of the
Noble Quran; one distinct from the prevailing piecemeal juristic treatment. He presents the
reader with an essential introductory map labelled, “features of the integrated, universal
methodological framework” with balanced dimensions, included within the concept of “the
straight path” (al-sirat al-mustaqim). The author / lecturer described it as the correct
knowledge and practical evidence that guide human action on Earth towards
self-consistency, social harmony, and an integration of civilisation and creation, to secure

the highest levels of ideological and moral originality, practical effectiveness, functional
integration, and maximum, exemplary, historical trajectory.
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Summary

The author clarifies in this work that the absence of a ruling in the law — on the
part of the Lawmaker (God) was not unintended. Evidence from the Qur’an and
Sunnah is provided to demonstrate this thesis. Of the reasons behind the
intentionally absent rulings the author mentions: Mercy, lifting hardship, avoiding
strife, the protection of acquired rights and public order — which is a very
important Sharr'ah objective in daily life, the ‘encouragement of good acts and
discouragement of vice’ and lastly the provision of freedom to allow the Ummah to
arrange its affairs.
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Summary

The author draws a comparison between the concept of charitable works in the
Islamic civilisation and that held by other civilisations. He sees charitable
organisations in the West, while original and many in number, as lacking a
philosophical outlook on the concept of ‘good’ as is the case in Islam. He explains
how Muslims have been the forerunners in setting up trusts and charitable
organisations which provided great support to civil society. However, with the
interference of modern governments in the trust (wagf) systems in the Muslim
World, setting up charity organisations in the West has become much easier than
that of setting up wagqf trusts in the Muslim World—a situation which has
discouraged people from setting up trusts altogether. The author calls to reunite the
higher objectives of the Shari'ah with contemporary realities and put them into
practice in the charity field.
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Summary
The importance of this valuable lecture, “The objective of reforming human thinking from
the Qur’anic perspective”, lies in that it reveals the objective of the Qur’an in reforming the
intellect, as an Islamic legal demand, and original Qur’anic purpose. The lecture was
delivered by Dr Mohammed Awwam within the specialised training course titled
“Objectives of the Noble Qur’an”, organised by the Centre for the Study of the Philosophy
of Islamic Law, and held in Rabat - Morocco. The lecture addressed the approaches and
outcomes of this reform, through the many issues from diverse contexts raised in the
Qur’an. Another related objective was to instil robust scientific thinking in the Muslim,
where evidence and argumentation (al-istidlal) serve as a unique basis for making choices.
The Noble Qur’an granted thinking great prominence, and addressed this matter as the

highest priority, given it is a means to an end, and foundation on which to build. Indeed,
without reforming thinking, then life cannot be changed for the better.
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Summary

This important and engaging lecture focused on a highly significant issue centred on the
most important objective in the Noble Qur’an. The lecture was delivered by Professor
Mohamed Salim El-Awa as part of the proceedings of the 2nd training course on “The
objectives of the Noble Qur’an” held in Mohammedia (Morocco) on 4-5 May 2016 (26-27
Rajab 1437H). The course was jointly organised by the Centre for the Study of the
Philosophy of Islamic Law (London), the Maqasid Research & Studies Centre (Rabat), and
the Department of Islamic Studies, Faculty of Letters & Humanities in Mohammedia. The
content of this coherent lecture, addressing a topic of singular importance, includes a
comprehensive definition of justice, justice from the Qur’an text, achieving justice through
prohibition of injustice, justice in the stories and parables within the Qur’an, and justice
according to the learned scholars.
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Summary

This highly engaging, informative, and important lecture addressed the higher interests of
the Muslim nation (a/-Ummah), and the problems in apprehending them. Professor Ibrahim
El-Bayomi Ghanem, in his lecture, provided depth and thoroughness, reflecting critically
and with originality on the numerous sides of each argument. He addressed the majority of
aspects, whether related to legal theory, jurisprudential, magasid-based, social, or political,
as well as those relating to evidential fields, epistemological categories, or required
standards. He finally came to a crucial and beneficial conclusion, in that the general,
immutable interests of the al-Ummah and humanity lie in the values of dignity, liberty,
justice, and public peace; they are general, innate (fitri), human values, which frame the
principles of Islam’s world view. These are intrinsic to the universal message that the
al-Ummah was tasked to bear and convey, and in so doing, secure its own and other nations’
interests.
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Summary

Diverse fields of knowledge—Qur’an sciences, exegesis, Islamic legal theory, Islamic law
objectives and language—overlap and interact in this work. The objectives referred to in the
paper relate to those of Qur’an verses, i.e. their semantics and intended meanings, especially
when these are linked to the reason and context of Revelation. Consideration of objectives
in the exercise of creative juristic effort (ijzihad), encompasses various facets and stages,
including ten addressed in the paper; first, knowing the objectives of the discourse, i.e.
“investigating the meaning intended by the text and its words, and whether it matches what
is apparent from the discourse and the literal indications of words, or otherwise, as indicated
by context, and other direct and indirect evidence. Indeed, our interest in any Islamic law
discourse, is the meaning intended by the Almighty Legislator, and not just the semantics of
words and phrases with their formal and dictionary meanings, or initial, primary semantic
meaning”, as explained by Dr Raissouni in his book, Magasid al-magqasid, p. 56.
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Summary
The family has attracted significant attention from various divine and man-made legislative
frameworks. Indeed, ancient civilisations manifested great interest in the family due to its key social,
economic, and political role. This only serves to highlight the consensus among people regarding the
importance and centrality of the family to human society. However, the degree of attention and features
of conceptualisation have varied, due to a number of defining factors. In the Noble Qur’an, the
jurisprudence (figh) of family is distinguished by fine detail at the level of legislation and objectives
(magqasid). This is consistent with the centrality of the family to the rise and subsequent advance of
civilisations. However, today’s observer of the family is obliged to holistically grasp the spirit of the
times. This requires gathering different perspectives and approaches that address the family congress.
This pre-supposes a re-ordering of objectives, given that these are the higher aims to which the family

congress aspires. Moreover, linking these to the needs of human beings and the conditions of
civilisation.

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Summary

This book includes the proceedings of the Seventh Training Course organised by
the Maqasid Centre at Al-Furqan Islamic Heritage Foundation in co-operation with
the Alexandria Centre for Arbitration and Legal and Economic Services at the
Faculty of Law, University of Alexandria, under the title “The Objectives of
Islamic Law and International Agreements”. The purpose of this comprehensive
study is to lay the foundations for a systematic magasidi approach (an approach
based on the objectives of Islamic law) to local and international challenges, taking
into consideration that the magqdasidi approach could provide a suitable and well
informed articulation of Islamic juridical positions towards international
agreements.
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Summary

This book is composed of a set of researches and scientific papers presented at the training course
organised by the Maqasid centre at Al-Furqan Foundation, in cooperation with the magasid Research &
Studies Centre (Rabat), Université Sidi Mohamed Ben Abdellah (Sais-Fes) and the Faculty of Letters &
Humanities (Sais-Fes) - Masters Course on the Magqasid al-Shariah, and held over three days from 28 -

the moderate and balanced approach, represented in a trend that treats the philosophy of Islamic law
(magqasid) without leniency leading to imprecision, or fear resulting in paralysis.
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Summary
This book comprises sixteen studies revolving around the historical development of the
discipline of magqasid traceable from the era of the Prophet’s Companions, until its
foundations were firmly laid by al-Shatibi, and those following him, led most prominently
by Shaykh Ibn ‘Ashir.

The book “Applying the Objectives of Islamic Law (Maqasid) in the Da‘wah Sphere”
contains the proceedings of the specialised training course organised by the Centre for the
Study of the Philosophy of Islamic Law at Al-Furqan Islamic Heritage Foundation, in
co-operation with the Islamic Cultural Centre, held in London, in early September 2015.
The book includes studies discussing the framework of da‘wah in the West in respect of
philosophical, methodological, practical and theoretical approaches, based on the study of
the objectives of Islamic law (Magasid al-Shart'ah). The lectures discussed the foundations,
specifications, problems, and questions of da‘wah work, and the most important issues faced
by preachers. This book presents a clear analysis of those issues and the possible effective
measures.

This book, “Objectives (Maqgasid) of the Noble Qur’an”, contains the proceedings of the
specialised training course organised by the Centre for the Study of the Philosophy of
Islamic Law at Al-Furqan Islamic Heritage Foundation, in co-operation with the Maqasid
Research & Studies Centre (Rabat), and the Faculty of Letters & Humanities - Department
of Islamic Studies, Mohammed V University (in Rabat), held at the end of May 2015, in
Rabat —Morocco.

It gives details
on the economic life including markets places and foodstuff pricing. Furthermore,
it describes the population of Makkah, its rich and poor, difficult and flourishing
times. The book contains also other important information on the types of
currencies used, the social life of the Makkans in their celebratory events like
marriage ceremonies, births, deaths and sightings of the new moon.
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Summary

This five volume book meticulously details the history of the city of Madinah.
Little is left out in terms of details of the city by its author al-Samhtdi. It can be
said that his work is a comprehensive undertaking based on a variety of sources
which he himself considered very carefully for authenticity and accuracy before
including them in his monumental work. He was able to chronicle all events that
occurred in the city up to the time of his death in 911 A .H.
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Summary

The book is Shaykh Hassan al-Mashat’s biography of the scholars he studied with
and met. It was published by Al-Furqan Foundation in celebration of Makkah
being selected as the Capital of Islamic Culture.

The book also holds a biography of the author himself, details on his most famous
classes in the Masjid al-Haram and a number of images of his Hadith class. It also
includes his 7jazat (graduation certificates) and the milestones to achieving them,
the subjects he taught with them and the curricula he followed when teaching
Hadith in particular. All these classes were delivered in the Haram al-Sharif itself.
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Summary

This book establishes itself as an important documentation of the history of
scholarship in Makkah. It comprehensively lists the details of scholars who were
present in Makkah during the fourteenth Hijri century and presents biographies of
several of them. These include citizens, visitors, those living nearby and those
visiting for the Hajj as well as students. The author also included the biographies
of a number of notables whom he did not meet but who left a lasting legacy.

The study is truly comprehensive in its descriptive nature of the academic level
and production of scholarly works, and is written by a scholar and lifelong dweller
of the city itself.

The book can be considered a reference for those researching the history of
Makkabh, in its cultural, academic and jurisprudential fields.
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Summary
This book is a historical account of the well of Zamzam, the Haram and Makkah
al-Mukarramah during the Ottoman period. It contains many pieces of information related
to the construction of the well of Zamzam and its restoration throughout the ages. It also
describes the benefits of the water and its characteristics as well as details on the juridical
rulings associated with it in terms of its consumption and use in treatment. Among the rules
looked at, it discusses the one governing the transport of Zamzam water outside the city of
Makkah and its use in purification for prayer. These rules were drawn from the sayings of
the Imams of the four madhhabs (schools of thought) and their fatwas (legal opinions).
This book is considered one of the most important on the topic of the status of several
locations in the Makkan holy shrine. It is also a book of history (as it looks at the historic
aspect of Makkah), a book of politics and economics (as it considers aspects of politics and
economics in Makkah), a book of figh (as it examines aspects of the rules governing the
water of Zamzam) and a book on civilisation (as it talks of the building and planning of the

Makkan holy shrine. its expansion and especially the building of the Ka‘'bah in that period).
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Summary

The author establishes through his study the existence of an independent and
historic school within Makkah itself. The school is characterised by its uniqueness
in comparison to neighbouring schools in the Arab World. The school itself did not
form part of the Egyptian nor Levantine (a/-Sham) schools. The author details
historical works and their authors. It also brings to light the syllabi and the
uniqueness of the school.

The book is chronologically arranged by date of death of the historians, beginning
with the year 244 A H. to 1295 A H.
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Summary

With supporting images, this book gives an overview of the methods employed by
Muslim scholars throughout history to locate the correct direction of the Holy
Shrine of Makkah and the distances to it. The book then describes in detail two
world maps discovered in Iran between 1989 and 1995. The author shows that the
geographical data used in the maps were drawn from works in Central Asia and
date back to the fifteenth century. As for the mathematical data, the author traces
them back to Baghdad in the ninth century.
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Summary

This book holds the biographies of notable scholars, judges, Imams, Mu’adhins
(callers to prayer), servants to the Mosque of the Haram and notables among the
men and women of its inhabitants.

The biography of each individual starts with their title, date of birth and date of
death. The book is alphabetically arranged for ease of access to researchers. An
index listing names, titles and references is also provided.
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Summary

This comprehensive study looks at the natural environment of Makkah in all its
aspects. It is made up of seven chapters covering the geology of Makkah, its
climate, its biological environment, water and the population as an influential
environmental factor. The study also discusses the most important changes to the
natural environment of Makkah in a very engaging approach.
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Summary

This book holds information of interest on the history of the two Islamic Holy
Shrines of Makkah and Madinah. This includes the correspondence between the
Sublime Porte (al-Bab al-‘Ali), the Ottoman central government, and the Walr of
Hijaz during the period 1866 A.D. to 1874 A.D. The letters were written in very
eventful times as there were many attempts to overthrow the Ottoman rule in the
Arabian Peninsula. This led to a noticeable increase in the volume of
correspondence between the High Porte and the Walr of Hijaz whereby his views
on the political developments were consulted, the preparation of a local army was
discussed and the attempts to consolidate and draw in the Arab tribes were
followed through.

Summary

This book is considered a verified historical account of the ribat of Makkah before
and during the Ayubi times, and in the Mamluks period. Using a chronological
order the author looks at the reasons underpinning the establishment of ribar and
their relationship with awqaf (trusts) in view of the fact that Islam calls for social
solidarity and protection of the needs and rights of the impoverished. The book
also considers the external factors that had an influence on the ribar in addition to
the roles they played, be they educational or social. The book also includes studies
on the political, economic and social landscape that played a part in the shaping of
the ribat.
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Summary

This book is considered to be the first academic documentation of the ribar (ribat,
plural for rabt, a military-civilian concept of townships on permanent combat
readiness) in Makkah during the Ottoman period of 923-1334 A.H. It exhibits 157
ribat, of them 35 were turned into a wagf during that period.

The book is characterised by its academic documentation and use of very old
sources and manuscripts specific to that period, detailing their operational
structures, conditions and types, in addition to statistical analysis of information
gathered on those ribar.

Summary
